STATEMENT ON STUDENT CONFIDENTIAL DISCLOSURE
When students begin the D.A.R.E. program they are advised by their instructor not to talk about their parents, relatives or friends in the classroom.

Because D.A.R.E. officers are teachers, they follow the same local school district guidelines as any school employee in the more than 12,000 communities where the D.A.R.E. program is taught.  On the rare occasion when a student approaches a D.A.R.E. officer and advises him or her of a dangerous situation, the officer, like a schoolteacher or principal, is required by law to report this disclosure.
